And a note for candidates and consultants whose nerves are shot: Within each color zone, the races are listed by 
district number — not by order of risk. Step away from the coffee pots, folks. 

This week's changes: We added Waco's HD-57 to the list on the news/rumors that conservatives are putting some 
firepower into the race against Democrat Jim Dunnam. Start that one in the yellow zone. HD-113, where Joe Driver is 
still explaining news accounts of double-reimbursing expenses from state and campaign funds, moves to red. And two 
move from yellow to orange: HD-1, where Stephen Frost is trying to fend off challenger George Lavender, and HD-56, 
where tax liens have softened up Rep. Charles "Doc" Anderson.
